This Sunday after the end of the Easter season, we 
celebrate Most Holy Trinity.  The Trinity is one of 
the deepest and most sublime of mysteries revealed 
to us by Jesus.  As we say in the creed each Sun-
day, we believe ñin one God.ò  Yet this one God is 
composed of three divine persons. God is pure act, 
there is nothing in Him that can change.  The Fa-
ther begets the Son united by that bond of love that 
is the Holy Spirit. 
 
Families are a reflection of the Trinity in that the 
husband and wife are united by the sacrament of 
matrimony and become one as scripture and Jesus 
tells us.  The glue that binds the couple together is 
Jesus Christ.  As Archbishop Fulton J. Sheen 
wrote, ñmarriage takes three.ò  When Christ is 
crowded out of a marriage or is ignored, then mar-
riages are in trouble.  
 
It is important to pray for marriages and families 
because the culture is hostile to the true meaning of 
marriage and family life.  I encourage all married 
couples and families to fortify themselves through 
the sacraments of the church, regular Mass attend-
ance,  and through constant prayer together. 
 
Now, during the summer vacation, let us renew  
our spiritual lives, too.
