Just a reminder that our parish picnic will be on Sunday, June  25th.  
 
The end of another school year and the beginning of summer vacation is upon us.  We extend to all a safe 

and relaxing time. Let us remember that we shouldnôt take a vacation from our Sunday Mass obligation, but 
should use the time to draw closer to God and one another through Mass, the sacraments, and family prayer.  
To deliberately miss Mass is a serious sin and one must go to confession before receiving Communion.  To 
receive our Lord unworthily is itself a sin of sacrilege. Parents are responsible for their children going to Mass.  
Jesus said, ñWhoever causes one of these little ones who believe [in me] to sin, it would be better for him if a 
great millstone were put around his neck and he were thrown into the sea.ò  (Mark 9: 42) 

 
God, our heavenly Father, has shown us His love by sending us His beloved Son.  In turn, Jesus ñdid not 

leave us orphans,ò but left us His true presence in the Blessed Sacrament at Mass and in the tabernacle in 
church. This weekend we celebrate the Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ (Corpus Christi).  What great 
love and humility God shows us in having His Son remain among us under the appearance of bread and wine! 
We should often meditate on this and never take it lightly.  Every Monday from 7 to 8 p.m. we have exposition 
and benediction.  Why not spend some time in the spiritually refreshing presence of our Lord? 
  
We wish all dadôs a Happy Fatherôs Day.  Fatherhood is something spe-

cial as it mirrors the divine paternity of God.  The more I reflect on my father 
(and my mother), the more my appreciation grows for them and all they sac-
rificed for ñus kids.ò  We should never lose an opportunity to let our parents 
know how much we love them and to pray for them.  No matter what age we 
are we are still bound by the 4th commandment to honor our father and moth-
er.   

 
Today the devil, through the media and  faithless people, are attacking the 

family and especially fatherhood.  Let us pray to St. Joseph to protect all 
families and fathers. 

 
And finally, let us remember to dress appropriately for Mass.  The fol-

lowing is taken from Tradition, Family, Property: 
 
Thus, casual dress, being more comfortable and practical, increasingly  becomes the norm regardless of peo-

pleôs sex, age and circumstances.  Jeans and the T-shirt (formerly a piece of underwear) became part of com-
mon attire.  Though one can wear less formal clothes at times of leisure, these clothes should not convey the 
impression that one is abandoning oneôs dignity and seriousness. They should not give the idea that one is actu-
ally on vacation from one's principles.  In the past, even leisure dress, though more comfortable, maintained the 
dignity that one should never abandon.  It is curious to note that many companies require employees to wear 
business suits to convey an image of seriousness and responsibility. This is proof that clothes do transmit a mes-
sage. They can express seriousness and responsibility or on the other hand, immaturity and a carelessness [that 
can lead ourselves or others to sin].

Kaimlett in October 1984, in the Diocese of Eluru, 
Andhra Pradesh, India. The specific aim of the Soci-
ety is ñthe training and supply of saintly, dedicated, 
and hardworking missionaries wherever there is 
need, especially due to the shortage of local voca-

tionsò.   
 
The Society is engaged in many social and charita-
ble works, such as low cost housing for the poor, ed-
ucation for the marginalized, health care, women em-
powerment, and prison ministry, just to name a few. 
They also undertake evangelization activities in the 
remote areas of Northeast India.  These various mis-
sionary and charitable works with the financial sup-
port, co-operation and valuable are possible with
