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Today we remember Our Lady of the Rosary and the great victory over the Turks at Lepanto in 1571.  It was 
through the Catholic world praying the Rosary that the victory was won.  Every Catholic family should pray 
the Rosary daily.  
 
As the church is immersed in scandals it is important to see how the practicesðor lack ofðin the church may 
have contributed to our problems. 
 
I mentioned in a homily at the Martyrs a while ago how in the past the priest had certain prayers to say as he 
was vesting for Mass.  These prayers would ask that the priest put on the amice calling it the ñhelmet of salva-
tion (Ephesians 6:17) to fight against the attacks of the devil.ò The priest would put on the cincture (cord) 
around his alb (a symbol of baptismal purity), to ñand quench in my heart the fire of concupiscence, that the 
virtue of continence and chastity may abide in me.ò 
 
Today these prayers are not required except in the extraordinary form (Traditional Latin Mass), though I say 
them before I offer Mass.  It might be worthwhile for priests to get back to saying these prayers. 
 
Another practice done away with by the church after Vatican II was the observance of Ember Days (Quatuor 
tempora meaning ñfour timesò).  During these four weeks of the years the faithful would fast on the Wednes-
day, Friday, and Saturday of these particular weeks. 
 
The Ember Days would be: 1. Between the third and fourth Sundays of Advent (usually after the feast of St. 
Lucy on December 13); 2. Between the first and second Sundays of Lent; 3. Between Pentecost and Trinity 

Sunday; and 4. The third week of September 
(usually after September 14, the Feast of the 
Holy Cross). 
 
The Ember Days was a time of fasting and 
prayer for vocations and for holy priests.  Cer-
tainly this intention is needed in our own time.   
 
The fast would be limiting ourselves to one 
main meal with two smaller collations a day 
and abstaining from meat on the Friday Ember 
Day. 
 
These prayers and actions were not silly super-                         
 stitionus practices but were serious acts to de- 
fend ourselves from our enemy, the devil.   

Satan seems to have a free reign in todayôs culture and society.  I hope you will join me in observing the  
Ember Days for the sake of our church and our own salvation.
